* It was advised to the board by our contractor that the
Deschutes County Building codes should be followed when
installing asphalt driveways onto your properties. The code
states to only intrude 2’ into the roads right of way from your
property line. Any further intrusion could cause damage to
road repair equipment and the property owner could be held
liable for such damage.
